SUGGESTED STRATEGIES FOR PERSONAL LITERACY PLANS
	ORAL LANGUAGE DEVELOPMENT STRATEGIES

	Focus: Child enjoys listening to stories

1. Use pattern and predictable books
2. Use more complex stories, offering support where necessary
3. Try to withhold some of the picture support from the book
4. Expose children to different genres
	Focus: Child participates in reciting songs, poems, and chants

1. Teacher points out patterns of language
2. Sing or recite poems often 
3. Manipulate the literacy on the chart highlighting words & patterns

	Focus: Child participates in classroom discussions

1. Student-organized discussion
2. Non-evaluative feedback
3. Shared storytelling
	Focus: Child uses complete sentences

1. Model by repeating what the child says in a sentence
2. Using prompts like: “Tell me more”, or “Say it in a sentence”.



	Focus:  Child learns new words from books and conversation

1. Word maps
2. Context clues
3. Word structure
4. Visual imaging
	Focus: child uses standard English

1. Model by repeating in Standard English
2. Using prompts like: “How else might you say that?” or “Can you say it another way.”

	PHONEMIC AWARENESS STRATEGIES

	Focus: Rhyme

1. Direct Modeling
2. Read aloud a rhyming story, let children supply left our rhyming word
3. Building word family houses
4. Emphasizing rhyming through movement
5. Chanting/Singing
6. Whisper phones
7. Rhyming games
	Focus: Sound matching

1. Show children pictures of familiar objects (snake, dog, cat) and ask them to select the one that begins with a certain sound

2. Teach children a simple song with examples of words beginning with a particular sound in the lyrics

3. Demonstrate where your tongue is when you make the sound

	Focus: Beginning sounds

1. Matching same beginning sounds
2. Matching & sorting pictures & objects by sound
3. Songs and games that manipulate sounds: “I say like…You say ike; I say ride…You say ide”
	Focus: Ending sounds

1. Matching same ending sounds
2. Matching & sorting pictures & objects by ending sounds
3. Songs and games that manipulate sounds: “I say man . . . You say ma: I say cat…You say ca.” 


	Focus: Concepts of print

1. Model one to one pointing using charts in class

2. Model left to right sweep

3. Model finding letters, words and sent.
	Focus:  Recognizing patterns (word families)

1. Mental pictures of word families
2. Analyze new words in the text by comparing them to known words and patterns

3. Analyze a new word by looking at and saying the letter or cluster of letters

4. Recognizing “chunks” in words



	Focus: Blending & segmenting

1. Given a series of isolated sounds(e.g./b/-/a/t/), children blend them together (e.g., bat)
2. Phoneme Deletion: “What is smile without the /s/?” Child: “mile.”
3. Phoneme Addition: “What do you have if you add /s/to at?” Child: “sat”
4. Phoneme Substitution: “The word is bug.  Change the /g/ to /n/?”  Child: bun
5. Blend onsets and rimes: model blending and initial sound onto a word by using a jungle.  “It starts with /l/ and it ends with /light/, put it together and it says light.”
	Focus: Other strategies for struggling readers

1. Enlist tutors to help (i.e. links,paras, older students)
2. Encourage pairs of students to work together to read and write
3. Explain that when you are uncertain about a word, you can check it against other sources on information:  “Does it look right?’ “Does it make sense?”

	Word Segmentation:

1. Clapping each identified word
2. Using manipulative to represent words in sentences
3. Counting words in sentences 
4. Adding new words to existing sentences
	Syllable Blending & Segmentation:

1. Clapping to recognize parts of multisyllabic words (piz-za; milk-shake.)
2. Manipulate pictures to represent syllables in compound words.  Remove one picture, “What is left?”

	PHONICS/SPELLING STRATEGIES

	Focus:  Beginning, medial, & final consonants

1. Provide experience with blending and segmenting words

2. Use pictures to develop students blending and segmenting skills.  Provide students with a picture (e.g. cat) and have them sound out the name while placing marbles, drawing marks, or tapping their fingers for each of the individual sounds in the word. (e.g. /c/…/a/…/t/) is composed of three sounds

3. Have children look at a word and, “Get your mouth ready for the first sound.”
	Focus: Digraphs, initial blends, & final blends

1. Students can play blend bingo where students match words chosen from a deck of picture cards or called out to them with the blends written on their bingo cards, (e.g. sl,  sm, sn. sp, etc.)
2. Play word games.  Ex. “How many words can you make?” Game:  Students make words by combining consonant blends and digraphs (consonant combinations that make a single sound, such as /sh/ & /th/) with a  variety of word endings

	Focus:  Short vowels & long vowels, cv, cvce, cvvc, cvv

1. Make & break words: use magnetic letters to make a word and practice breaking it 

2. Working with onsets and rimes
	Focus: Nasals, R controlled & Ambiguous vowels (ow, oo)

1. Model by saying word both ways: food/good

	Focus: Prefixes, suffixes, roots

1. Teach the 20 prefixes: ( un, re, in, im, ir, il, not, en/em,, non, in/im, over, mis, sub, pre, inter, fore, de, trans, super, semi, anti, mid, under)
2. Teach suffixes: ( s/es/,ed, ing, ly, er/or, ion/tion, ible/able, al, y, ness, ity, ment)
3. Use known words to establish a pattern and then move to less familiar words
	Focus:  High Frequency Words

1. Use word walls to introduce and manipulate words
2. For a few minutes each day chant words and talk about the parts of the word that could be applied to other words
3. Spelling changes should be noticed and applied to similar words. Exp. (community, communities)


	FLUENCY STRATEGIES

	Focus:  Alphabet Recognition

1. Flashcards, letter identification, & matching upper & lower case letters
2. Alphabet bingo
3. Place magnetic letters in a tube sock: Have children stick hand in & see if they can identify the letter by feeling 
4. Alphabet linking chart
	Focus:  Preprimer, primer, first grade, second grade, & third grade word lists

1. Model looking for common features in words
2. Word wall
3. Build sentences with sight words
4. Flash cards

	Focus:  Child Reads Word by Word

1. Choose texts that are easier to read to build fluency

2. Access prior knowledge about the text they are going to read

3. Copy phrases from familiar poetry on flash cards & let children practice reading phrases fluently

4. Use analogies (word chunks/words within words)

5. Prefixes, suffixes, and root words

6. Syllabication

7. Audiotape oral reading

8. Identify vowel patterns
	Focus:  Child Reads Phrases  & Child Reads Sentences:  Child Attends to Punctuation

1. Choral reading:  reading aloud simultaneously

2. Reader’s Theater (phrasing, expression)

3. Adult provides model of fluent reading

4. Shared reading with a partner of equal ability

5. Model how to use punctuation to aid fluency in shared reading

6. Repeated readings

7. Timed readings

8. Paired readings and retellings

	Focus:  Child Uses Intonation

1. Listen to stores on tape

2. Model “reading how you really talk”

3. Audiotape oral reading

4. Readers’ Theater (phrasing, expression)

5. Choral reading
	Focus:  Child Attends to Word Endings

1. Looking through to the end of the word

2. Draw attention to the way words are spelled, particularly beginnings and endings

3. Ask the student:  “Does it look right?”


	VOCABULARY STRATEGIES

	Focus:  Building Word Knowledge

1. Integrating vocabulary into student’s prior knowledge

2. Having students use words meaningfully to promote understanding

3. Repeat words often in daily usage

4. Teacher supported word learning in everyday activities

5. Talking about words during  read-aloud sessions and shared reading

6. Studying words in texts

7. Learning content-area terms

8. Teaching active listening
	1. Having rich conversations and daily interactions to engage students with new vocabulary

2. Providing extensive independent reading

3. Providing extensive independent reading

4. Using context clues to determine meaning 

5. Using word mapping

6. Word work activities

7. Providing instruction in word origins

8. Word wall activities

9. Using reference materials (dictionary, thesaurus, etc)



	COMPREHENSION STRATEGIES

	Focus:  Child Previews and Predicts & Child Uses Picture Clues

1. Think about the title, illustrations, cover and topic & making predictions

2. Give students a list of possible predictions.  Have them identify realistic ones & justify their reasons

3. Model a picture walk

4. Read wordless books

5. Model think-alouds around new books

6. Cover every 10th or 15th word in part of a text used during shared reading to illustrate how the pictures will provide valuable clues to the missing word
	Focus:  Child Recognizes/Corrects When Story doesn’t Make Sense:  Child Rereads.  Child Uses Multiple Attempts

1. Remind the students that what they read must make sense
2. Model a think-aloud to show how good readers use meaning, language structure, and visual information to confirm accuracy and meaning
3. Demonstrate by modeling that it’s quite normal for readers to sometimes lose meaning and that it’s all right to reread to reestablish meaning
4. Encourage the students to practice monitoring for meaning and accuracy during guided reading

	Focus: Child is Able to Understand Apply Comprehension Strategies to Fiction and Non-Fiction Text:

1. Model the use of descriptive language in text to help promote sensory images
2. Make inferences about time, characters, outcomes, etc.
3. Discuss and/or write connections:  Text-to-text, text-to-self, text-to- world
4. Encourage students to ask questions, before, during, and after reading in order to clarify ideas and deepen understanding
5. Determine importance by deciding a purpose for reading, consciously searching for new facts, reading with specific questions in mind, and understanding the layout of text (especially non-fiction)
· Demonstrate synthesizing by ordering, recalling, retelling, and recreating into a coherent whole the information we are reading
· Model the use of fix-up strategies for the purpose of regaining understanding:  the student can go back and reread, read ahead to clarify meaning, identify what it is they don’t understand:  word, sentence, or concept
· Reinforcing strategies through think-alouds
	Focus :  Child Identifies Characters, Setting, & Problems:

1. Use graphic organizers

2. Dramatic retelling

3. Reading logs/Literacy journals

4. Story maps

Focus:  Child Retells the Story in Sequence:

1. Use picture support for retelling

2. Model using connective words in a retell:  ie.  First, next, then, last

3. Cooperative groups to retell

4. Story boards

Focus:  Child Identifies Main Idea

1. Story boards
2. Write in journals

3. Complete response starters
